2 Week Generic Itinerary for a medium-scale project

Average cast piece not exceeding -  45cm/18”

(A small number of smaller scale multiples can be cast in this time scale)

This two-week project will entail a full day of working – 9am - 5pm at least. 

The casting process is very labour intensive, time consuming and can also be expensive. If you would like an idea of the timescale and estimated cost for your proposed project please contact SSW to discuss these issues with a technician.
