4 Week Generic Itinerary for a large-scale project

Several cast pieces not exceeding – 18”/45cm or one large scale piece
This four-week project will entail a full day of working – 9am - 5pm

The casting process is very labour intensive, time consuming and can also be expensive. Large-scale pieces must be discussed fully with the technicians before applying for a residency. 

Please remember that although we have a high success rate due to the experience of our technicians you must be aware that we are unable to guarantee that your project will be completed satisfactorily in your residency period.

Week 1

· Arrival at SSW

· Health and Safety Induction and tour of facilities.

Residents will be unable to use the facilities until they have completed the induction.

· Meeting with technicians to discuss project proposal

· Foundry Induction

· Start Mould making process

· Ceramic shell moulds to be ready for dipping. Ceramic shell moulds must be ready for dipping. Each layer of shell will need at least 3 hours of drying time between layers – you will need at least 7 layers.

Week 2

· Continue mould making process in either shell or resin bonded sand

· Progress Check

Week 3

· Prepare moulds for pouring

· Power tool demonstration

· Chasing and fettling techniques demonstration

· Air tool demonstration

· Bronze pour

· Bronze casts to be chased and fettled

Week 4

· Continue chasing and fettling

· Patination demonstration and Health and Safety discussion.

· Patinate and finish cast pieces

· Materials sheets to be checked by technicians and handed in to office

· All workplaces and foundry to be cleaned and tidied

There is a certain amount of flexibility with a 4 week residency, however the sooner the moulds are made ready for pouring the more time you have to finish, patinate etc.
