APPLICATION PROCEDURE

To apply for the 2009 Summer Residency Programme please send us: 

1.  A written proposal of no more than 2 sides of A4, describing:


a) Your current practice

b) Your research project proposal 

2.  Up to 10 images of your recent work, with a list or similar description. 

3.  A current CV

SELECTION PROCESS

· Deadline for application is 27th March 2009
· Successful applicants will be informed by 17th April 2009
NOTES

· Your application will need to be copied and circulated - please do not staple or bind pages.

· You must supply a stamped self-addressed envelope to ensure safe return of submitted material (please ensure you provide sufficient postage).

· Curriculum Vitae - Your CV should be supplied on a maximum of 2 sides of A4, and include address, email address and current telephone numbers. It should include details of your education and information about relevant activities to date. Ideally this should start with the most recent activity.

· Slides must be numbered, marked with your surname and must indicate orientation.

· Digital images and digital video can be supplied on CD/DVD and must be clearly marked with your name and address.

· A document list must be submitted: this needs to specify the title of the work, the size, the materials, and the date made.  Each image supplied must have a corresponding entry on the list. 
· The decision of the selection committee is final and no correspondence will be entered into regarding the outcome of selections following notification.
· Students are not eligible to apply to the Summer Residency Programme.  Please note that SSW offers highly subsidised self-funded residency rates to students and graduates up to a year out of college. Please visit our website for more information.
